The Organising Authority is Kinsale Yacht Club, Kinsale, Co Cork, Ireland in conjunction with the Flying Fif-
teen Association of Ireland. 
 
1. Rules 

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2005 to 2008 (“RRS”), 
the prescriptions of the Irish Sailing Association (ISA), the class rules of Flying Fifteen International (FFI), 
the Sailing Instructions, and any amendment thereto, except as any of these Rules are changed by the 
Sailing Instructions. 

 
 All boats and competitors shall comply in full with the insurance and safety requirements of the FFI and 
FFAI.  Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability indemnity insurance with a mini-
mum  cover of €2,000,000 per incident/event or the equivalent. 
 
2. Advertising will be restricted to Category C. 
 
3. Eligibility 

The regatta is open to Flying Fifteens sailed by members of the FFAI or, where non-resident on the island 
of Ireland, of the Flying Fifteen Class Association of another country.  
 
The FFAI ranking system shall apply, and will be used for fleet selection after 4 races 
 

 Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached entry form and sending it, together with the required 
entry Fee of €250 to Kinsale Yacht Club (KYC), Kinsale, Co Cork, Ireland to be received no later than 
5pm on the 1st August 2008. Entry forms must be complete in all respects, signed by all required parties, 
and enclose the required entry fee. 

 
 Each boat shall be required to produce a valid measurement certificate and to certify that they are in-

sured for third party risks of €2,000,000 at registration.  
 

 All entries received by 1st July 2008 shall receive 2 complimentary tickets to the regatta dinner on 
Saturday 23rd August. 

 
4. Schedule 

Registration shall take place at the Race Office in the KYC Clubhouse from on Tuesday 19th August be-
tween 13:00hrs to 19:00hrs. Details of the social program will be available to competitors at registration, 
and may, where possible, be posted on the FFAI and Host Club website prior to the regatta. 
Measurement, examination of measurement certificates and/or measurement checking will take place as 
part of the registration process. 
A briefing will be held at 10:00 on the first day of scheduled racing Wednesday, 20th August, in the KYC 
Clubhouse. 
The scheduled time for the warning signal for the first race is 13:00 on Wednesday and subsequent days. 
The second race(s) on each day will commence as soon as possible after the completion of the previous 
race. 

 
5. Race Area and Courses 
 Details of the race area(s) and the courses  to be sailed will be available at registration. 
 
6. Official Boats  
 Official Boats shall fly orange flags.  [Mother  ships shall also fly a green flag] 
 
7. Prizes and prize-giving 
 Prize giving will be held on Saturday 23rd  August at 20:00hrs in the KYC Clubhouse. 

 
8. Disclaimer of Liability 

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organiz-
ing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in con-
junction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

Declaration: 
I agree to be bound by the Racing Rules of Sailing and by all other rules that govern this event.  I certify that I am insured for third party 
risks of €2,000,000 for the duration of this regatta and that I am a member of the Flying Fifteen Association of Ireland (FFAI) of National 
Association affiliated to Flying Fifteen International (FFI).  I agree to produce, if requested, a valid measurement certificate and membership 
at registration.  I have read and understood fully Rule 4 Decision to Race and accept that the Organising Authority, and any of their members, 
employees or representatives will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or 
prior to, during, or after the regatta. I confirm that the boat entered complies with the FFI safety requirements.  I agree that photographs of 
me, my crew and boat may be used by the FFAI and/or the Organising Authority.  I further declare that my crew is aware of and agrees to 
comply where applicable with these aforesaid undertakings. 
 
Identification of Hazards and Assessments of Risks: 
I am fully aware and conscious of the actual and potential hazards involved in active water sports, including drowning, hypothermia, and 
other physical injuries.  I accept that, by engaging in active watersports, my physical safety and that of my crew and my boat could be en-
dangered.  I am also aware that other competitor’s actions, and the actions or inactions of the organizers of watersports events, including the 
skippers of Support Boats, can also endanger my physical safety. 
 
Acknowledgement of Risk: 
I acknowledge that it is up to me personally to access whether any event of activity on the water is too difficult for me, taking into account 
the prevailing and forecast weather conditions.  I acknowledge that the safety of my boat and its entire management including insurance is 
my sole responsibility, and I am satisfied that the boat and crew are adequate to face the conditions that may arise in the course of the races 
scheduled.  I acknowledge that the use of the Kinsale Yacht Club and Kinsale Yacht Club facilities is at my own risk.
